Research Paper Guidelines

1. Explore possible topics regarding energy options or climate policy alternatives with your instructor.

2. Identify a topic and begin to research it with the assistance of your instructor and reference librarian.

3. The sources for the paper should primarily be relevant professional journals and scholarly monographs (books).  
4. References to popular publications should be used sparingly and with the consent of the instructor.
5. After you have done some research on your topic, develop a tentative thesis and outline to discuss with your instructor.

6. Identify for the reader the main elements of your argument and then anticipate and respond to likely counter-arguments.

7. If possible, submit a complete rough draft to your instructor or a peer mentor at least 2-3 weeks before the paper is due.
8. Always cite your sources but quote from them selectively.  Most source information should be paraphrased.  Quotes longer than three lines must be single-spaced and indented from each margin.  
9. Utilize a consistent manual of style throughout the paper.
10. Proof-read, spell-check, and paginate the final draft of your paper before you submit it to your instructor.
